-  LMNC transportation – potential source for grants if using glass cullet

- Dave talked to DEQ and was referred to Jeoff Harvey in Coeur D’Alene. He (Jeoff) is going to give a presentation in mid-January to the Sandpoint Commission proposing a program that uses a glass pulverizer similar to a program used in Montana. The pulverizer is portable and can crush glass into several gravel type sizes (called cullet). The key to the program is to generate a local market for the cullet- create a demand for the product. Cullet can be used in many ways such as road material, golf course sand traps, and waste water treatment filters. Dave printed out the Power Point presentation Jeoff will use. Much of the presentation focused on the cost analysis: Sandpoint Waste Management spends 75$/ton of waste to ship it to Oregon. It is estimated that 1,297 tons of waste a year is glass. Removing glass from waste would save $97,275/year. 
- There are other city council groups that are talking about getting a glass pulverizer. 
- DEQ has plans to make a recycling center in Coeur D’Alene that would be available to several Idaho counties (including Bonner). 
- Leslie Marshall is in charge of waste management in Sandpoint

- Green Festival.com is a festival in San Francisco that had all corn based plates/cups/ utensils. Web has lots of ideas.

- Styrophobia.com is a business that sells corn based products

-Laresa compared prices of plastic utensils vs. corn based. Rates for corn based are about 25% more expensive.
- Cindi compared a community of 8,000 people in El Dorado County, CA that has an excellent recycling program. All businesses participate and collect certain items to recycle. This has created a 40% decrease in waste. Arcata, CA recycling program has a large center, education program, thrift store and sells their glass to an ornamental company. 

- Peak gravel company has crushers, is it possible to use them for crushing glass. 

-Positively Sandpoint is a potential website that could have a Free cycle space.

- Moscow, ID has a web with a timeline of their recycling history, starting in the 70’s. The program started on property donated by the city. 
- We need to contact the city and find out their position on recycling and what their plans are.

-Pacific Steel would recycle plastics if they had the space to store it

- Ecocycle.org has a video about recycling

- Zero Waste- Longmont, CO has a commitment to generate zero waste. Everyone that commits is given a kit of instructions and tips.

- Recycling Magazines: Recycling Today, Resource Recycling Magazine, Earth 911.

- Nike ReUse A Shoe, Fabric Recycling- donated clothes generates money. Different recycling ideas, businesses.
-Talk to Habitat for Humanity ReStore – what do they take?
