STI Mobility Group Meeting
July 9, 2009, 5:15 p.m.
Luther Park Meeting Room, Sandpoint
Attendance: Rae (facilitator), Beverly (contact person), Mona, Gloria (notetaker)

The minutes of the June 25, 2009, meeting were approved.

Parade:  Rae, Beverly and Gloria participated and felt that both the STI component and the parade as a whole went well.  Robert Baker and his pedicab were with STI, along with several alternative energy vehicles.  Much credit for pulling it together goes to Martha Hoxley and Suzan Fiskin.

Parks and Recreation Meeting:  Beverly attended.  Councilman Reuter and City Parks and Recreation director Woodruff led the meeting and split the attendees into a subgroup on parks and a subgroup on trails, about ten people in each group.  Community leaders were there and active.  Beverly felt the planning was in good hands.  She discovered that if trails are put into the plan before development, the developer is responsible for putting in the trails.  If not in the plan, the costs fall back on the city and there may not be funding.

Pedestrian Flags:  Rae had the encroachment application required by the State (since the flags proposed for 5th and poplar would be used for crossing State Highway 95) with her and reported that it is formidable.  Molly O'Reilly had advised that Rae contact Mr. Robertson in the City Public Works department for assistance in filling out the application.  Rae will contact him.  Mona provided Rae with a folder of information she has collected.  Gloria and Beverly will work on the wording for signs to accompany the flag holders.

Renew Visioning:  Rae read the vision statement that had been developed at a previous meeting, "To encourage sustainable, environmentally-friendly modes of local transportation."  The statement was discussed as to whether specific projects or types of mobility should be included.  it was felt that the statement is good as already developed.  Involvement of community groups in mobility issues and planning was also discussed.  there are active bicycling groups; perhaps they could do more and help develop park and ride lots and storage for bicycles.  We hadn't heard if a local transportation coordinator had been hired for the IMAP program.  Beverly will email Clif Warren and ask him.

STI Potluck Picnic July 26:  The picnic will be an STI celebration at the community gardens.  We discussed asking if the pedicab driver would like to attend.  We planned to go to the picnic with food and games.
