Attendance: Rae (facilitator), Beverly (contact person), Mona, Clif, Michael, Ken, Gloria (notetaker) 

Core Group Meeting Report:  Beverly reported that 47 of the 100 STI t-shirts had sold so far.  Suzan Fiskin is working on new STI brochures.  The STI Health group will have a booth at the Health Fair sponsored by the Chamber of Commerce on September 19; they would like volunteers from the other groups to help staff the booth.  The Food group plans to sponsor classes on food preservation, etc.  STI is working on obtaining 501(c)3 status.  Education group would like to show The Story of Stuff in the schools and would like to integrate with the folk school project.  Waste Less was very successful in recycling at the Festival, is continuing to work on the glass recycling project and would like to encourage recycling in the schools.  Other upcoming dates:  Garbage Warrior film at the library September 17, October 10 Harvest Fest (since cancelled) and Sandpoint STI Unleashing anniversary November 14- volunteers needed.

IMAP LMMN 1A Meetings:  The meetings on local mobility needs and strategies went well.  Clif will email the remaining component on priorities by next week so interested people can respond.  


Pedestrian Flag Project: Rae described the encroachment application process.  Clif advised that we might want to wait and look at the list of IMAP-related funding sources, see if the project qualifies, and then apply.  Consider listing all cost, including a local match,  There may be a new category of funding, "New Freedom," money available.  Since STI is not in a position to sign the application and be liable, the meeting attendees thought that the city might sign the encroachment application if the Mobility group members did the research and grant application,  Mona suggested that in the meantime we go line by line through the application and get the information we need.  Clif said the city may have an auto-cad illustration of the intersection.  We could wait to see what funding is available or figure out as much as possible in advance.

American Carriage Transportation:  The phone number on their website is incorrect.  Beverly now has the correct number and will contact them. 


Area Transit Discussion:  Clif commented that the NICE bus is underutilized because people don't know enough about its services.  Michael suggested that the Mobility group assemble information on all the ways of getting around Sandpoint and develop a brochure and/or info on the web, whatever way would get the information to people.  Everyone was enthusiastic.

Next Meeting:  There was difficulty finding a time when everyone was available,  September 17 was selected but Beverly found out later that she would not be available.  The meeting date has been reset and is now tentatively Monday September 14 at 5:15 at the library.
