Core Group Meeting Report:  Beverly reported that planning the first anniversary celebration was the main emphasis.  The celebration will be held at the Sandpoint Events Centeron November 14 & 15.  There will be booths for the various working groups, perhaps set up in a "village" arrangement, on Saturday the 15th. We hope to build awareness and continue building coalitions. We could use the voluntary organizations brochure to identify possible coalition partners. Plans are to have a movie, perhaps Rob Hopkins by video, or a visiting speaker.  Money will be needed for the facility rental and for the speaker.  Our Mobility booth could be shared with our IMAP contacts (Clif and the soon-to-be hired mobility manager), Pend d'Oreille Trail proponents and/or others with similar concerns. 

Other working group news presented at the Core meeting included that the Health group is working on the fluoride issue and the upcoming Health Fair.  Beverly will volunteer at STI's booth at the Health Fair.  The Building group is working on developing an alternative energy home tour and on the energy audit program.  The Core group would like each working group to write an article for the newspaper in advance of the anniversary celebration.  City Parks and Recreation would like to have an STI representative on their committee.  Volunteers are needed to help plan the anniversary celebration. 


Pedestrian Flag Project: Rae is trying to make connections with Stephanie Hale of the ITD on how to answer the "owner" question on the ITD encroachment application. 

American Carriage Transportation:  Beverly has not yet contacted them but will do so. 

Brochure on Area Transportation: Mona asked if we could develop a prototype by the anniversary celebration.  We thought we could do so.  We decided to include recreational transportation as well as commuter types, probably including hiking, bicycling, trails.  Gloria will check Sandpoint Online to see if they have a transportation directory.  Should we have a joint meeting with the Energy group to discuss transportation?

Six Rivers Market: Rae mentioned that the membership fee has been dropped to $25 to encourage more purchasers. 

Next Meeting:  The primary purpose will be to plan our booth for the anniversary.  We might be able to use some visuals from the IMAP program, Rae's photos from the Kirkland flag program, info from the "Bike to Work" group.  Remember to use our mission statement more often, including at the start of our brochure.
