STI-Mobility Group Meeting Notes
March 30, 2010, noon
at the Sandpoint Library

Attendance: Rae, Bev, Clif, Casper, Gloria (note taker)

Pedestrian Flags:  Suzan Fiskin has created a pedestrian flag flier for the April 17 event based on the previous draft.  Caper said the mayor will be able to attend the kick-off event but Jeremy Grimm is unable to come.  Rae will email Bruce Robertson and we will want to invite the city council.  Casper will post fliers about a week before April 17.  Could Mark invite the Pedestrian Advisory Committee?  Does the police department know about the event?  Rae will check.  Bev is planning to bring a table and Casper is planning to bring coffee from Evans Brothers.  The rest of us were asked to bring cookies, homemade or purchased.

IMAP Update from Clif:  IMAP had problems including not coordinating the planning with the MPOs (Metropolitan Planning Organizations.  There are three MPOs in Idaho including Kootenai County and Boise.  MPOs are for larger areas.  The Community Transit Association of Idaho (CTAI) is taking over the IMAP project which is now called I-WAY and is no longer part of the Idaho Transportation Department.  Clif showed a short video on I-WAY, which showed the same focus on public transport, ride share, pedestrian and bicycle, etc. and local planning will continue.  The website is at I-WAY.org but is not fully functional yet.  I-WAY will link to Google Transportation and I-WAY would be a good addition to our brochure.  News: the NICE bus will connect in Cd'A to NW Trailways to go to Boise.  Dover will have bus service through Sandpoint and to the Bonner Mall starting midsummer, project with BCATT.  Advised taking CATS-Link out of our brochure as serves Cd'A only as well as Moose Express as they may no longer be in business and don't answer the phone.  A new possibility is van-pooling through Enterprise Car Rental.  A 10-15 passenger van may come to around $160 per month per person, gas included.  Cilf's office is at the Bonner Business Center and he is willing to talk about I-WAY and local transportation news at an STI potluck, could show the I-WAY video.

Purchasing more flags:  Rae will talk to Denise at PSNI to see if they are still interested in making the flags.  They may be too busy with their new store.
