Mobility Group Meeting
April 6, 2010, noon
At the Sandpoint Library

Attendance:  Casper, Rae, Beverly, Gloria (note taker)

Beverly's Report on the Core Group Meeting:  The Health Group has plans in development for a Yoga Day during the summer when the visiting filmmaker will be in town.  Crossing flag fliers are going to school principals.  Deadline for teachers to register with the Folk School is April 8.  Planning is going on for "Friends of STI," (notetaker did not write down or remember the details).  There are permaculture events coming up.  Clif Warren will probably be invited to do a presentation at the May 15 potluck.  Regarding the April 24 Sandpoint cleanup, it is the same day as a Native Plant Society meeting.  Rae will let the Native Plant Society know that the cleanup is also going on.  The next Core Group meeting will be May 8. 

Crossing Flags:  Rae will take fliers for the April 17 kick-off event to City Hall for police dept. and city council memebers and also see if Bruce Robertson can answer some questions.  Casper will see about getting fliers to Pedestrian Advisory Committee members.  We discussed presentation of the flags for the event.  Beverly has an attractive bucket to hold the flags and Gloria will get some coordinated ribbon so the mayor can untie or cut the ribbon before leading a symbolic crossing across the 5th & Poplar intersection.  Beverly will talk to Suzan Fiskin about taking photos.  The STI email list received the flier advertising the event.  Contact with the corner businesses: Rae will talk to Tom Harvill of American West Bank.  Gloria will visit the other businesses with the color flier and to remind them of the event.  Bev will bring cups, sugar, creamer and a table.  Casper will bring containers of coffee from Evans Brothers.  Rae and Gloria, maybe all members of the Mobility group, will bring cookies.  Casper has volunteered to monitor the flags but will be out of town starting 3 weeks after April 17, possibly until early July.  Bev and Mona can help monitor the flags, especially while Casper is gone.  Rae will ask the bank if they can store replacement flags.  PSNI is still interested in making the flags but their people will be tied up for the next few weeks.  Beverly said she and Mona could whip out the flags in a week if needed.  The promised Pedestrian Committee funds ($120) will probably be released when we need it.  Press releases have gone to the media, will need to do follow-up.  Press both before and after the event will help make pedestrians and drivers aware of the flags.

Brocure, "From Here to There in Sandpoint":  We discussed further revisions.  Casper asked for any further additions, corrections or deletions by April 13.  Casper's deadline for getting it to Suzan Fiskin so she can format is April 19.  Our hope is to have it printed by Earth Day, possibly by a printer if there is funding available, or photocopied.
