Flags:  There are six at the bank, Bev has three, Casper will restock.  There are about 25 flags in the holders, they may last through the summer.  Rae talked to Tom Harvill who reported on the way people use flags.  Some wave the flag and step out immediately, almost causing collisions.  He has redistributed the flags but doesn’t always have time.  Rae thinks the signage on First Avenue has much improved pedestrian safety there.  Tom suggested to her that Third and Pine would be a good flag site as it is difficult for pedestrians.  Gloria could ask Horizon about monitoring the flags at 5th and Poplar so there would be another business involved at that intersection.  Rae went to meet with Diane at Panhandle Special Needs but Diane had just left.  Rae will try again for an update on their interest in manufacturing pedestrian flags and will report at the next meeting.
