STI-Mobility Meeting Notes

For Wednesday, August 4, 2010

Noon, at the Sandpoint Library

Attendance: Mona, Bev, Casper, Rae, Gloria (note taker)

Pedestrian Flag Update:  Mona made 50 flags and used a smaller diameter dowel than on the initial batch of purchased flags.  Discussion ensued on the adequacy of the dowel size.  The dowels were sold at cost by Sandpoint Super Drug.  Mona will look for thicker dowels.  Everyone liked the orange fabric Mona purchased and donated for the flags.  Mona also had some donated red fabric which might be used for a flag project but probably not to be mixed with the orange flags.  Casper is willing to keep monitoring the flags at 5th and Poplar.

Pedestrian Flags and the city:  Casper said the Pedestrian Advisory Committee (PAC) will make a presentation at tonight’s Public Works meeting and will ask that the city approve pedestrian flags at First and Church and 5th and Church.  The city would put up flag holders and PAC is asking that $500 be approved for flags.  PAC has already voted to give $120 to the Mobility group for flags and this amount is probably part of the $500.  Casper will follow up on the procedure to obtain the already committed $120 and may go to tonight’s meeting and make a report.

Pedestrian Flags and the Long Bridge Swim:  One of the organizers has requested to borrow four flags for the kayak monitors to wave in case of problems.  We agreed to lend the flags.

Articles for The Sandpoint Reader: Rae has been busy and will continue working on an article on walking in Sandpoint.

Brochure:  The information needs updating before we print more copies.  The pedicabs are out of business and there may be other changes.  Bev will re-email the text of the brochure and we will divide it into sections for each of us to make calls and check.

Idaho Pedestrian and Bicycle Alliance: Bev showed a brochure from this group and we discussed whether to become involved, perhaps become members.  We decided to check out the website at idahopedbike.org.

Bus From Dover: Gloria was asked to contact Clif Warren for an update on the status.
