STI ENERGY GROUP MINUTES

June 28, 2010

The meeting began with a discussion of the different points of focus for this group.  A template of our brochure was submitted for discussion, and Israel said he would take it to the person who designs advertising for his business, to correct some mistakes and further edit it.  The article in the June 10th “The Reader” publication, “Ethanol 101: Grandpa’s moonshine has new meaning” was reviewed.  The group encouraged Kirk to write another article in July.

Attention then turned to the video, “Alcohol Can be a Gas”, which will be presented to the public at Cedar Bridge upstairs, at 6:00 p.m., July 22.  Concern was about what happens after we show the film.  It is good to get the public excited about ethanol, but if we do not do something further to organize, particularly into a co-op; no continuation will take place.  We must be able to direct those interested into a plausible direction and into ethanol use.  

After much discussion about how to do this, we decided that it is too large a topic to discuss in this meeting, and agreed to meet again the next Tuesday, July 6, 4:30 at the Sandpoint Library, for a meeting just to organize publicity for the video, and plans for a co-op for those interested.
Discussion continued with ideas for getting the ethanol service to Sandpoint.  Ideas were to bring it to farmers and the police department for their vehicles, as well as to a service station.  Service stations receive a 75c tax refund for every gallon of ethanol blended with gasoline.  This is a sizeable incentive for any service station.

A 10,000 gallon tank in Cocolalla has been offered free to the group, but a site for it must be found and it must be transported to that site.

The brochure was reviewed again, with the objective of making the goals less “wordy” and more readable.  We cut down whole sentences into two-word phrases, so they could be easily read.

The group adjourned at 8:30 p.m. with the agreement to meet the next Monday.
