STI MOBILITY COMMITTEE MEETING
March 4. 2008, noon
Sandpoint Library

Attendance: Bev, Gloria, Mark, Mona, Rae and Richard.

Minutes: The minutes of the February 18, 2009 meeting were approved.

4th of July Parade: We discussed whether it is time to apply for the parade.  Gloria will contact the Lions Club to get information.  Bev will discuss the parade at the March 14 Core Group meeting.  We discussed modes of transportation we could have in the parade, preferably actual items, but perhaps a cardboard bus, etc.  Need to contact Steve about alternative cars, possibly Donna Parrish about her electric car.
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REPORTS ON RECENT MEETINGS:

Mark said there have been no Pedestrian Committee meetings during the past two weeks.  The Pedestrian Committee had indicated interest in the pedestrian flags but did not make a motion to approve.  We need to ask the Pedestrian Committee for approval and then get approval from the City Council.  Mona showed an example of the material lumber companies use to cover units of lumber and everyone thought it could be used to make the flags.  Richard has scrap wood and wood saws.  We could also call the mills to see if they can donate scrap wood.  Mona suggested using cans and/or scrap metal and involving artists for the containers to hold the flags.

Richard updated us on issues being discussed by the Core Group.  Concerning working group projects, some might be official Sandpoint Transition Initiative projects and some not.  There is a form to submit to the Core Group to obtain official status.  Richard will email the form to Bev.  In some situations the City requires the signature of a legal entity, which STI now is, but it does not have official non-profit status nor a 501(c)3 designation yet.  He expressed concerns about liability and insurance.

Mona and Bev will create some prototype flags.

Sandpoint Bicycle Committee: Rae was out of town when Julie Meyer called her and left a message that the committee is not in need of additional members. Bev suggested that Rae invite Julie to our next meeting.  Rae will contact her.

List of people interested in the Mobility Committee: Rae gave out portions of the list to Bev, Mark and Mona and they agreed to contact the people on the list and invite them to the meetings.  Rae has already contacted some of the interested people.

IMAP (Idaho's Mobility and Access Pathway): Mark sent an email to cliff Warren who is now the local coordinator for our district.  He has not heard back and will try again.

Meeting Time: The present noon meeting time is fine with those in attendance but can be changed if others want.  Will wait for input before changing.

Minutes on STI website:  Richard said the website is being maintained by Laresa Kerstetter.  There may be a time lag in the appearance of working group minutes after they are submitted.

April 23 Bicycling and Walking Mobility conference in Boise:  Rae is considering attending.

Mission Statement Revision: Those in attendance crafted a revision of the mission statement, which read: "To encourage sustainable, environmentally-friendly modes of local and regional transportation.

Someone mentioned the Pend Oreille trail and the good work of Susan Drumheller of the Idaho Conservation League and Clare Marley, the Bonner County planner.

Rae will be here for the next meeting but then will be traveling for a few weeks.

Richard mentioned that the working groups should remember to contemplate a long term plan (20 years) and what their group would envision.

The meeting adjourned at approximately 1:10 p.m.
