Next, the core circle needs to approve the project (Bev will submit). Then the Pedestrian Advisory committee can approve, and take it to Public Works. Meanwhile, we need to talk with possible monitors, at American West bank and Mr. Sub (and see if they'd like to donate, perhaps?). Rae will talk with Tom Harville, and Mona/Bev will talk with Mr. Sub. We need a sign of some kind, and struggled with wording, e.g., "Pedestrian Visibility Flags", and below that "Carry Across Street"--after that, we're stumped. Should the sign be a standard flat one, or perhaps curve around each pole? We will continue to work on this.
